  Watch the “Dashboard” 
     Since our daughter, Jessi, has been in 
driver’s education and will be getting her li-
cense in June, we have been more aware than 
usual of driving rules, skills, and practices in 
our family. Driving a car is an interesting en-
deavor with many applications to other work 
and even the spiritual life. And Jessi is a good 
driver. We are proud of her.  

     Every driver watches the dashboard— that 
cluster of instruments beyond the wheel which 
provides up-to-the-moment information in real 
time. It is vital to know your speed and fuel 
level. Depending on how elaborate your 
dashboard is, you may also learn oil pressure, 
battery status, engine RPMs, outside tempera-
ture, etc., at a glance. 

     In many areas of life, there is information 
that you need to move forward effectively and 
safely. Information you need constantly and in 
real time. For instance, you need a bank state-
ment and other financial information on a regu-
lar basis to plan and execute your financial life.  

     Many companies and organizations are using 
“dashboards” to help them navigate their work. 
In one clear and simple report, they assemble 
the key measures and information required to 
make timely decisions about the work of the 
organization.  

     For us in the church, one clear dashboard 
instrument tracks the number of new disciples 
among us. Those numbers are reported by con-
gregations every January for the ministry of the 
prior year. We refer to them as new members 
received by “profession of faith.”  

     The mission of the United Methodist Church 
is to “make disciples of Jesus Christ for the trans-
formation of the world” (Matthew 28:19).  

     In 2008, these churches in our district re-
ceived more than 9 members by profession of 
faith: Old Capitol, 21; Park Place, 20; Silver 
Street, 20; Edwardsville, 13; Pleasant View, 12; 
Trinity, 12; Unity Chapel, 12; Pfrimmer’s 
Chapel, 10. In 2007 only two churches received 
more than 9 members by profession of faith– Old 
Capitol and Pfrimmer’s Chapel. 

     In ‘08 our district received a total of 224 
members by profession of faith compared to 187 
in ‘07. In ‘07, 38 of 88 churches had 1 or more 
professions of faith compared to 34 churches in 
‘08.  

     What a celebration—new disciples of Jesus 
Christ! I hope your congregation is looking for 
new ways to help people discover Jesus Christ as 
Savior, Friend, and Lord. I also hope that your 
congregation is looking for ways to help follow-
ers of Jesus grow in their relationship with 
Christ.  

     The continuous adventure of following Jesus 
Christ is summarized well by Richard of Chich-
ester (13th cent) as we find his prayer in our hym-
nal (no. 493): “. . . may we know thee more 
clearly, love thee more dearly, and follow thee 
more nearly, for thine own sake.”
